Drawing and Design: Seeing the Total Picture
Taught by Selina Littler

Four Tuesday evenings, 6-9 pu

June 21 - July 12

Staying close to home this summer? You'll also feel at home
when you take D&D at The Drawing Studio! You will use the
media and materials you already know—pencil, charcoal,
ink, and paper. With this familiar media you will explore the
symbiotic relationship between drawing and design. Not
only will you re-visit in-depth the practices, concepts, and
elements you learned about in DF 1&2 (line, shape, value,
and texture), you will also explore the principles of balance,
rhythm, harmony, contrast, variety, emphasis, space and
depth. Through this course you will gain an understanding
of how design is an integral part of any unified, dynamic,
and successful work of art. Using this information and skills,
whatever your artistic pursuits, will prove invaluable in the
development of your work, allowing deeper insight into

your own creative process, and expanding your perceptual
knowledge, interpretation, and appreciation of all works of
art.

Rather than fretting
over anatomy, you'll be encouraged to develop your own
artistic expression in reaction to the figure.

Clay Around the Block

pieces. Use a variety of offbeat tools to draw, carve, stamp or
texture the clay. Explore textural elements and glazes to enrich
your objects. Men, women, children or any combination are
welcome. Children under 7 years must be accompanied by an
adult.

This summer sketchbook overview of color strategies and

In a playful and right-brain
fashion, we will study still life items for form, photos of art
and landscape for composition, face and figure (of a clothed
model) for proportion. Homework and doodling encouraged,
instructive and colorful handouts provided.

With a painterly approach, enhance structure,
perception, flair, flexibility, and a sense of motion. Bring
samples of your work, and favorite drawing materials. Extra
paper, pencils, and snacks provided.

Creative Watercolor Painting
